The maze craze has arrived to South Carolina’s up-state, the Garrison Family 
presents their 4th annual maze and pumpkin patch on Saturdays and Sundays 
from October 14th through  December 3rd.  This fall destination is located on  
he site of the 100 year old family farm on Clemson Boulevard in Anderson just  
orth of I-85. 

 
The Garrison Family and maze designer Brett Herbst – the world’s leading designer of 
600+ corn mazes worldwide -- hope to challenge the wits of those seeking to navigate their 
way through the 8 acre maze. Experience the mind-boggling puzzle that is sure to provide 
a unique source of good farmin' fun for adults and children alike. Though the correct 
pathway can be walked in only 30 minutes, most wandering maze-goers will require about 
one hour to travel through more than two miles of twists, turns, and decision points.  

 
The maze is designed in the spirit of fall with scarecrow outline peaking out of the corn.  
This years maze opens later than usual because of the severe drought this summer.

The location is Denver Downs Farm: 
! From Anderson take Clemson Blvd. and cross over I-85 onto Hwy. 

76. Continue 1.2 miles and take a left onto Denver Road and the 
entrance is on the left. 

! From Pendleton take Hwy. 76 past Michelin. Continue through the 
next traffic light at Sandy Springs for 2 miles. Take a right on 
to Denver road and the entrance in on the left. 



! From I-85 (Greenville or Atlanta) take exit 19-B (Clemson) on to 
Hwy. 76. Continue 1.2 miles and turn left onto Denver Road, 
entrance is on the left.

also invited to explore and enjoy other attractions that include: 
! A giant 6 acre Pumpkin Patch where you are sure to find 

pumpkins sized from 1 to 200 pounds 
! Giant Country Hay Barn designed for Children of all ages 
! Hay Rides around the 100 acre site, past the Corn Maze and 

through the Pumpkin Patch 
! Covered adult relaxation adjacent to the children’s area 
! Corn-box is the only alternative to the traditional sandbox and
